Twenty -two people attended 

the meeting to set up the 

Friends of Brading Station held 

at the Station on a cold early 

March evening. 

With Robin Attwood agreed 

as its Chair, he asked Cathy 

Mills to explain the 

background to the now 

completed refurbishment of 

the Station that had rescued it from potential dereliction and demolition in 

1986.  She told the meeting that after the initial rescue by the Town Trust 

and the Town Council, the latter took over responsibility for the 

development, securing funding in 2003  from Leader+ for the work on the 

western platform and the establishment of a Visitor Centre.  

Now the second phase was also complete with the restoration of the

Prices range from 

£150-£180 for 

cavity wall 

insulation and 

from £185-£202 

for loft insulation.  

However, for 

homes with anyone living in them over the age of 70, or in 

receipt of a qualifying benefit, the insulation will be installed 

free of charge.
