W HERE TO REBRAND ?

Brading is a linear settlement, bualbngsidehe A3055and it is at the centre of the
town, particularly along the High Street, that visitors and locals experienctotine

at close quarters. As a result of this, the majority of the Project Areas ifledtfor
Rebranding are to be found in this arédowever, thetown occupies a natural gap in
the east/west running chalk downs andsthiap is also used by tfgver Yar and the
railway, whichruns from Shanklin in the south to Ryde in the north. The Btagat
Brading is recognised asizateway to the TowBandcritical to an important
sustainable transport methgo it too has been identified for Rebranding. Finally,
since over half of the Parish is situated in an AONB, the woodsdanehlandare
alsoseen to be important to theown.

Following reference to the social deprivation data on Bradimg Centre has

provided free computer lessons for residents, a book swap where a book is donated
in exchange for anotheas well as free benefit advice, help with writldgy's,
photocopying and the ability to borrow I.T equipment e.g. laptops, digital cameras
and video cameras.

The Centre is used fofTown Council briefing and training sessions and a wide range
of community group e.g. Genealogy ai8panishessonsit is used as &tepping

stoneto the community, to projects, to consultation, to community information
dissemination and to answer community questions on any subject.

GATEWAY PROJECT

In an attempt to improve civic pride, redefine the town and raiseitsfile, a
competition was held to identify the purpose of
Brading in the view of the residents. The contestants
were asked to sketch a possible gateway sign for the
North and SouthEntrances to the ®wnd The

winning design was constructed by the local
blacksmith and was positioned at Greenwobahe

in the south and at point 1on the map m the north.

chosen and used to paint bus stops, signpastd bus shelters. New street furniture
waspurchasednd installed and new bins were provided. linthe area between the
St . Mar yaddtheBuliringwasltompletelyransformed;however, insuficient
funding meant that only one sidf the road has been repaved!

Since St. Ma r wodhsof theaown, |3 the fikst place seer Qy eisitors

arriving by car, this has been improved using grant funding toge®emimature

trees alomy its eastern boundary, a memorial garden alonghdsthern boundary and
6ecoloosd in the centre of inttheeestcThese par k ad
were funded by the Isle of Wigt€ouncil but were built to a design agreed by the

Town Council and community following consultation. Community artwork gives the

north elevation an attractive photographic collage whilst inside further pictures can

be seen.

As anoffshootto this project, a BradingHeritageTrail has beeraid out with
beautiful information boards telling the historj@ach site throughout the town.
This was funded by the Heritage Lottery Fund at £24,000.

Consultationresponses suggested that there were

insufficient recreationapportunitiesavailable for

young people in their teens. In arfat to fill this gap

Buley 6s Hi | | Quarry was regener af
large, flat gravel area, a BMX tragkcnic benches and

a possible BBQ site.

This was done in an abandoned quarry givethe Town Council by the Islefo

Wight Council once travedlrs had been removed from the site. £12,000 from the
Aggregates evywas used to reshape the area, plant new trees, provide a gate and
place natural wood bollards in places to prevent access and egress to large vehicles.

The BMX area is a natural amplhetitre and is sporadically used by young people
from the town. The natural vegetation has been cleared of scrub and brambles to
provide a nature trail to the back of the quarry where a flat area is used for BBQs
and the rocky sides of the quarry representongruities of some geological note.

Further funding from the Aggregates lyeanabled large stones from a range @
guarries to be placed in the norttvest corner of the campark, along with a lifsized
Quarryman carved by Paul Sivatid seated on a solid oak bench which was
provided for the convenience of quarry visitors.

BRADING STATION

In the 1980s Brading station was in danger of beingdlisired. As a Victorian

station,it was unique and the Town Council had the building listkzhg with the

footbridge, the waiting rooms and the signal box. Following this, funding was gained
to repair the roof, reconfigure the internal
rooms and set up a heritage centre, meeting
room, kitchen and a range of W.Cs.
Volunteers from the communitgaffedthe
heritage centre, 7 days a week and the
meeting room was one of the cheapest
venues available.

However, by 2004he whole station was in need offarther upgrade. Fundingdm
Railway Heritage and S.E.E.D.A and LeaderaRtused for the conplete
refurbishment of thewvest sideof the railway lindo providealarger heritage centre
and meeting room, shop, kitchehaW.Cs. Today, the station is opened 7 days a
week from March to October with occasional opening at other times. Phase 2 (as
indicated in the linkhttp://www.bradingtowncouncil.org.uk/statiohyg) started in
October 2009 and is due to be completed in early 2010. This phase will see the
signal box being completely renovated including its full sbtadgslevers and the
waiting rooms being open once more to the public.
